Descriptive Working Title and Subtitle (Include one working main title and one working subtitle only).
Author(s)/Editor(s) Name, Mailing Address, Phone, Email (Identify all authors and editors). Please identify the primary contact if more than one author/editor is included.
Author(s)/Editor(s) Biographical Note (Employment, degrees, credentials, previous books/articles published, etc.). Do not attach a C.V. This is a tightly written 125-150 word bio tailored for promotional material. It should help explain why you have credibility to write about the topic. Avoid long lists of publications or other accolades unless they speak directly to your author qualifications for this particular book. 
Contributors (If the book is an edited volume, please provide information on the contributors). At minimum include their institution/organization affiliation and email addresses. Include a personal website if one is available. Do not attach a C.V. for each contributor, or a separate list of all contributors with the aforementioned information. 
Is Your Manuscript a Work of Fiction or Poetry. Yes / No
Title Description (a 200-250 word summary of the book). Describe the book’s contents and explain its relevance/importance. Set your book apart from others in the marketplace. What will people who read this book be able to know, understand, and do? If this book is a reprint, new edition, or updated/expanded version, please mention why you are taking this approach.
Annotated Table of Contents (TOC). Each chapter, including the introduction and conclusion, listed in your TOC should include a brief summary (annotation) not to exceed 200 words. Do not attach a separate document that includes your annotated TOC.
Audience (Who are the primary, intended readers?) Academic, e.g., scholars, college or seminary faculty, students, etc.) or general, educated lay readers? Be specific (i.e., don’t just say “academic” or “general”). What are the demographics/psychographics (“profile”) of your primary, intended reader? 
Marketing Ideas (if you have any). This should also include a description of your overall author platform, along with any social media or web presence you may have.
Competing Titles (direct and indirect). What books directly and indirectly compete with your proposed title? Include at least three direct and three indirect competitors (no more than 5 each)? Provide a link to each book on amazon.com. In your description of each direct and indirect title, explain how your book is similar to and different from the competitor. 
Unique Features and Key Selling Points (What sets your book apart?) Why is it timely and relevant? What individuals, interest groups, and organizations will care about this book being published? If your book is intended for an academic audience, how does it make a new contribution to the current scholarship on this subject?
Estimated Word Count (Not page total). Should include both front matter (acknowledgements, foreword, preface, etc.), and back matter (endnotes, bibliography, index, appendices, etc.).
Estimated Manuscript Delivery Date (Day, Month, Year).
Will Your Book Include Tables, Charts, Graphs, Illustrations, or Photographs? (Indicate the total number of each). Indicate if any of these items are original to you or if you plan to seek permission for their use.
Sample Chapter (Attach a sample chapter if one is available). Ideally, this is the introduction to your book. If you do not have the introduction, then please include the very first chapter after the introduction unless a different chapter has been approved. Please name the file: Sample_Chapter_Your First/Last Name
Individuals Who May Be Prepared to Endorse Your Book (List no fewer than 10 individuals). Include their institution/organization affiliation, title/position. Include an email address if available. 
Note for Dissertations
1. Chair or advisor recommendation. The recommendation needs to provide an evaluation of the quality of the research, the importance of the work’s conclusions for contemporary research, and the quality of the writing. The recommendation does not need to include a summary of the dissertation.
